• How to assess alcohol affected customers and identify those whose service should be 
refused 

• When to refuse service of alcohol

CERTIFICATE 

Once a competent mark is awarded, learners will 
be issued with a Statement of Attainment for 
SITHFAB002 Provide responsible service of 
alcohol. This Unit of Competency is Nationally 
Recognised Training from Health Training 
Package. 

Student will also be provided with a temporary / 
interim RSA certificate issued by Liquor and 
Gaming NSW. This can be used to commence 
work and is valid for 90 days. After 90 days, a RSA 
competency card must be presented to work in 
any licenced premise. 

To obtain the RSA competency card, the interim 
RSA certificate is to be taken to a registered 
Services NSW office to apply. 
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
